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Food Safety
Due to these new regulations, farmers are no longer allowed to be successful. By thrashing regulations on farmers, the government is placing job shifts across America. Farmers are no longer allowed to be productive due to a $500,000 cap in revenue. A local farmer in Texas, upset by this new adjustment argued, "to me, that's so un-American to say hey, you're going to stay in this box, and you can never grow your business bigger than that. $500,000 [in revenue] is your cap." We've been putting plans on hold, and pulling back our business." The new governance is placing burdens upon farmers, setting them up for failure.

The amount of disease and food-borne illness is on the decline; so why set a bill on a matter that seems to be on the rise. The most difficult thing to for take is the rarity of bacteria being found in a matter of over 140,000 inspections. Picture this: there have been a recorded 5 deaths since the year 2000, based off 2 different circumstances. The FDA is on track to do over 20,000 inspections per year and can investigate almost 700 items per day. What are the chances of infected food being found in such regime?  And it comes back to whether the government could have focused elsewhere with such a large amount of dollar at stake. The safety of our food is on the slope of increase, but it seems there is a continuous focus to uphold this bill when there are greater issues at hand.

Increasing inspection calls for increasing expenses. By the FDA creating annual check-ups, the government will need money. To complete these actions, the entire United States will see an increase in taxes over the next five years. Yes, another additional tax that we are placed to accept. We have passed a bill that calls for more money and yet we are already millions in debt. The worst sanction to deal with is the fact that the inspection of only large corporate companies, will see a rise in the pricing of food. Since big corporations see their food as 'valuable', they can use the power of 'healthy food' to their advantage. For example, a company like Lays chips; they have a Monoply over most companies already. And, since they are such a large corporate business, the government will vest time into them, chase the company's value to sky rocket. These are price tags that have American economy headed in the wrong direction. By drawing up more money for the FDA to use, the public will only see their wallets a little less empty.
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
